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Long Range Planning Committee Report
By Doug Cobl& Glen Sjoblom, Cghairs

Doug Cobb, Co-chair of the GFCA Long Range Planning
Committee, presented a portion of a Draft Long Range Plan at
the Grange, on November 15. Approximately 80 people were
present, and many were supportive of the at least some of the
components of the plan presented as a straw man concept for
the Center of the Great Falls Village
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This concept included ways to make the area friendly for
walking,

-to remove the above ground utilities and place them
underground around the Village,

-to close off Walker Road from the North and remove the
traffic light at Walker and Georgetown Pike

-to provide a new Walker Road section around the Library
beginning on what s
-to provide a roundabout on Walker Road south of the
Safeway and a new section of Walker east of the Great Falls
Center, and

-a connection from a relocated section of Columbine to the
west edge of the Village Center.

In this concept, there would be two traffic lights instead of
one, with one located in front of the fire station, and one at the
relocated Walker Road North, with timing set to permit the
area between the new lights to clear out, and to make it safer
for walkers crossing Pike. A possible future Community
Center/Performing Arts Center on what is now a playing field
north of the library was shown, as were facilities for senior
living behind the post office. Also identified were a possible
park, playing fields and retention basin to the east of the Great
Falls Center.

Most of the people present were favorable to the concepts and
appreciated the efforts of the work to date.

The Environment Committee is engaged in several initiativ
which will help maintain the sennural nature of GreaFalls,
steps that will be more successful if many residents apply
them to the management of their own property.

1 At our November meeting, we discussed the ways in
whichexcessive use of lawn fertilizers and damaging
storm water run-offs are slowly affeting the health of
the Great Falls environment. Both factors are the res
of ongoing development in the northern part of Fairfax
County. Earlier this year, the Environment Committee
developed a twepage flier on the advantages of using
less fertilizeron our grassy yards. That helpful guide
outlining alternative methods of keeping our yards gre
and healthy is available on the Environment Committe
webpage on the GFCA websfrevw.gfca.org. We are
looking at waygo build on this initiative. One option is
to pick some high profile trial sites in Great Faksich
as possibly the Grange or the Old Schoolhoustere

1 Another issue that is at the top of our list is educating
residents and public officials about thique
watershed characteristicef Great Falls: we in this aree
use ground water as the source of our drinking water
where most county residents drink surface water that

comes from the Potomac or the Occoquan.

We are so close to the Potomac, that we are an integral pi
of its watershed. In the southern part of Fairfax County,
officials felt so strongly about preservittftge Occoquan
watershed that they downzoned thawvatershed todecrease
the amount of impervious cover and thereby protect the
drinking water quality of the Occoquan Reservoir. They al
created parkland along the edge of the reservaoir.

Early in the new year, the Environmei@ommittee will
invite experts to address the monthly GFCA meeting to
discuss how artificial turf fields, used extensively in other
parts of the county, could adversely affect the water table
in Great Falls.Great Falls is one of the few communities in
this county that rely on well water. The issues are more
critical here than in most parts of the county with piped
water, although the quality of Potomac River water is a
concern to all communities along its banks. In this conte»
overuse of pesticideon our lawns can also affect the watel
and ecosystems downstream and we should be cognizant
the effects of current oveuse on our environment.
